Read me First!!!
For 2010, the NPS program developed an electronic bulletin board of information to help NPS project proponents navigate through the proposal process.  The 2010 NPS Funding Cycle Bulletin Board contains lots of information!  Read everything carefully before you start the application process.  The information is organized in stages: first read the information related to the proposal stage, then continue to the project implementation plan (PIP) development stage, and finally read about contracting with the state.

For the proposal stage, you will need to read the background information on the Colorado NPS program documents:

To begin the application process, you will also need to have the Proposal Application Form (a Word document) and the Proposal Budget Form (an Excel spreadsheet).  There are Step-by-Step Instructions for the Proposal Application Form and Budget Table Instructions for the Proposal Budget Form.  

Please NOTE:  Both forms, Proposal Application (Word file) and Budget (Excel file) are required for a complete NPS proposal.
If your proposal is selected, you will receive a letter from the NPS Program Coordinator to begin PIP development.  The NPS program project coordinator assigned to your project will be named in that letter.  At that point, you can start working on the PIP with the appropriate guidance from the state.  You may also need to review and prepare the Sampling and Analysis Project Plan (SAPP) Template as directed by your NPS coordinator.  A SAPP is required for any project that involves sampling or data gathering.
Contracting begins after the PIP is completed and has received both State and EPA approval.  In preparation for contracting with the state, you will need to familiarize yourself with certain requirements:
