
Proposal Priorities and Evaluation Memo
Proposals score a maximum of 100 points as follows:

Section 1:  Summary Section – 10 points

Section 2:  Statement of Need – 15 points

Section 3:  Proposal Description – 30 points

Sections 4 and 7:  Coordination Plan / Public Involvement– 15 points

Section 6:  Budget Tables – 30 points

Though some format differences exist between the Watershed/Implementation and Information/Education proposals, scoring will be the same.  There are several types of NPS

projects and understanding the differences may be critical to developing your proposal.  Please

see Types of NPS Projects for definitions.
The NPS program has identified the following priorities for this year’s funding.  Proposals that address these priorities will receive additional points based on the priorities described below.  
Note:  Regardless of the priority funding hierarchy, proposals will be evaluated first on the quality, completeness and strength of the proposal.  Proposal that fail to meet the minimum requirements despite being a NPS program priority will be disqualified.

Priority 1 - Proposals address impaired water quality due to nonpoint sources of pollution, where a Watershed Restoration Plan has been developed (or is in the final stages of development) and are located in the South Platte, Laramie, Smoky Hill or Republican River basins will accrue priority points.

Priority 2 - Proposals address impairments in watersheds with impaired water quality due to nonpoint sources of pollution and where a Watershed Restoration Plan has been developed (or is in the final stages of development) and that are located in the rest of the state will accrue 10 priority points.

Priority 3 - Proposals to develop and update Watershed Restoration Plans will accrue 5 priority points.  

Priority 4 - General, statewide nonpoint source proposals will not accrue any priority points.

Extra points (*) - In addition to the priorities and possible points accrued as described above, proposals in priority watersheds will accrue 5 extra points during the evaluation process; these points are counted in addition to the points system described above.  
Note:  Proponents whose proposals are selected for funding will use the same form to complete the project implementation plan (PIP).  Sections not required for the proposal must be completed for a fully developed PIP.
