NPS Proposal Technical Assistance

The Nonpoint Source proposal application form and supporting documents are posted at the npscolorado.com website on the 2010 NPS Funding Cycle Bulletin Board.  Updates and other valuable nonpoint source information will be posted on the Bulletin Board throughout the proposal process including the following pre-proposal opportunities.  

The NPS program staff and the Alliance are available to provide assistance to proposal proponents in two pre-proposals consultation opportunities.  Proponents may choose to either present a “concept paper” for review and comments electronically, and/or discuss the content of their proposal with NPS staff and the NPS Alliance.
Concept Papers

Concept papers should address the water quality need for the project, major tasks and an approximate budget including NPS funding, partner funding, and in-kind and cash match.  Concept papers should not be longer than two pages. 

 The concept paper process is available only by email.  Interested proponents should submit the concept paper to lorettalohman@gmail.com beginning September 21st.  The NPS program and Alliance personnel will provide feedback to sponsors until October 20th.  The concept paper review affords proponents constructive criticism and helpful recommendations in time to incorporate ideas and feedback into the proposal by the Consultation Day. 

Comments on the concept papers are managed electronically.  To facilitate the electronic concept review process, NPS staff will establish discussion threads on the Alliance listserv (http://groups.google.com/group/npsalliance).  You must join the listserv by going to http://npscolorado.com/NPSalliance.htm and filling in the check box.  
Consultation Day

Proposal proponents may also choose to participate in a “Consultation Day,” when proponents are welcome to consult with NPS staff and state NPS Alliance members.  This consultation period is available for technical, programmatic, financial and feasibility evaluation of proponent’s draft proposals.  
The Consultation Day is October 27th 2009 at the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment campus, room C1D.  Proponents may participate by attending the consultation day in person or via conference call.  Additional details including a map of the campus location are posted on the Bulletin Board.
